A session on the Key Findings of the 34 National Risk Assessment (NRA) 2024 /25, organized by
the Financial Intelligence Unit (FIU), was held on 06 February 2026 at the Atrium of the Central

The programme was attended by nearly 100 participants representing a wide range of
governmental organizations, regulatory bodies and private sector institutions, who participated

in the NRA as members of working groups established for each of its 15 modules.



The session commenced with opening remarks by Dr. Ayesh Ariyasinghe, Additional Director,
FIU. This was followed by a presentation on the key national-level findings of the 3rd NRA by
Dr. Subhani Keerthiratne, Director of the FIU, providing an overview of the country’s overall risk
profile, major threats, vulnerabilities, and key recommendations.

The session was further enriched by a series of short module-wise presentations on the key
tindings of each of the 15 NRA modules, delivered by the respective FIU officials who served as
module coordinators. These presentations offered sector-specific insights.

The programme concluded with closing remarks by Mrs. Theja Pathberiya, Deputy Director, FIU,
outlining the way forward for the NRA.
